He thought of how he had been embraced by Thebes, as if born here, of how he had been given the hand in marriage of his beautiful wife Jocasta, recently widowed by the mysterious death of her former husband Laius on the road to Delphi, and of how he had fathered four loving children by her. And he was happy – the happiest man alive.
